1. [bookmark: _Hlk56764500]Section 60.7.1.c: Please submit a certificate of title upon completion.   
2. Section 64.8.1: A device or rack for parking and securing bicycles shall be shown on any major site plan within convenient access of building entrances in all districts within growth areas and at commercial developments anywhere in the County. Please add to plan and provide a detail.  
3. Section 61.5: Please add a detail of the dumpster screening and/or add a note stating the refuse storage area is to be screened by a 6’ solid wood fence or masonry wall. 
4. Schedule 63.2.a: Please note that the maximum percentage of any one tree species is 25%. 
5. Schedule 63.2.b: Please provide a landscaping schedule providing the number of each species, type and size.  
6. Section 63.2.k: A note shall be placed on all site plans stating the below requirement:
“The developer, his successor, or the owner shall be responsible for proper maintenance of the landscape. As used in this section “maintenance” includes watering; fertilizing; litter removal; weeding; pruning; trimming; insect, disease, rodent, and weed control; and replacement of plant materials as needed to preserve the health and appearance of the plantings. Plant materials showing signs of insect or disease infestation or other damage shall be appropriately treated, and dead plant material removed and replaced.”
7. Section 61.3.1.a: Maximum on-site lighting levels must not exceed 10 foot-candles, please adjust accordingly.
8. Section 61.3.2.b: On the lighting plan sheet, please add a note and/or diagram stating all fixtures shall be aimed straight down.
9. Section 61.3.2.b: On the lighting plan sheet, please add a note stating that the use of accent lighting on the building shall not create off-site glare or increase light pollution.  
10. The property must be subdivided per the Concept Site Plan as approved by the Planning Commission on 8/10/2020, please provide a status update. General Notes 12 lists the total site area as 1.48 acres, is this accurate with the proposed subdivision?    
11. Per the Planning Commission approval, all entrance improvements must be designed per the State Highway comments and recommendations received on 4/17/2020 and 8/3/2020 and any future SHA comments and recommendations and all the improvements must be concurrent with receiving the occupancy permit. Please provide a status update and approval upon receipt.
12. Please explain why there are three (3) wheel stops shown in the turnaround area in the front of the building parking area.  
13. The labeled West and East elevations will be visible to vehicles traveling both directions on Point Lookout Road/MD 5. Please add some articulation and/or glazing to match the storefront on the West and East elevations. Please confirm that any rooftop equipment will be screened from view.  
14. The comment response letter indicates that the pylon sign detail on Sheet C-201 was removed, however, it is still shown on this sheet.
15. Please submit a $25 resubmission fee.
